Recently, criminal investiga-
tions have begun into the individu-
al known as Kenny Thai for crimes 
against the California Tech. His felo-
nies include the illegal propagation of 
spam, negligence allowing for unfair 
representation of all of the Houses in 
the California Tech, the violation of 
numerous labor and embezzlement 
laws, and resisting arrest by fleeing 
from the area. Here, I aim to keep the 
general public informed about this 
dangerous individual as well as gar-
ner information which will help lead 
to his capture.

The first of Thai’s crimes involves 
the illegal propagation of spam 
through unsanctioned Caltech chan-
nels, causing undue stress in the 
general population. In the most re-
cent elections for Tech Editor, Thai 
ran a total of 54 times, bringing his 
total number of runs to 69. Investi-
gators are currently unsure why he 
would stop here and are proceeding 
to determine the significance of the 
number 69 as a whole. Regardless 
of the number’s hidden meanings, 
Thai’s actions are in violation of the 
Snoogums Containment Act. Under 
Section 12c of this act, spam is only 
authorized in a form under sections 
of the form which are distinctly 
marked for spam.

The city of 
Pasadena emits 1.9 million metric 
tons of CO2 per year (Pasadena Star 
News). This means that [Thai]’s lit-
tle “joke” will comprise over 10% of 
the total CO2 emissions of the city 
of Pasadena from the inevitable de-
composition of paper, not to mention 
the carbon dioxide emitted from the 
transportation and manufacture of 
the Techs. [Thai] has without a doubt 
violated multiple local statutes, and 
possibly the 2015 Paris Climate ac-
cords. He should be investigated, and 
above all de-rotated.”

He, as the ringleader of the invad-
ers of the ASCIT nominations form, 
egregiously violated this act in that 
his spam was located in the primary 
parts of the form (which I will note 
had no designated spam section to 

begin with, but that is another issue 
which is not discussed today). Such 
actions would have been permissi-
ble had his spam been contained to 
the write-in portions of the elections 
ballot (Ordinance of Unwillful En-
franchisement, Section 3), but alas, 
this was not the case for Thai’s ac-
tions. We SUSpect that managing to 
win one election for the Tech Editor 
position emboldened him to abuse 
his power, but this is a conclusion 
we cannot confirm until a psychiat-
ric evaluation is made following his 
capture. His conspirators are guilty 
of violating these laws as well, but as 
the ringleader of his crew of impos-
tors, he is by far the most dangerous 
individual of the group.

Thai has also taken the California 
Tech, a publication meant to repre-
sent all of the Houses, and allowed 
Dabney House to establish its dom-
inance over it in a “corrupt bargain” 
of sorts. Under Article VI of the All 
Houses Get Hazed Act, the express 
purpose of the California Tech is to be 
a publication equally representative 
of and impartial to all of the Hous-
es. Moreover, the Meme Anti-Trust 
Law prevents any one House from 
exerting monopolistic control over 
any publication delivered to the pop-
ulation at-large - an extension of the 
freedom of speech granted to all in-
dividuals. Finally, the Propagandistic 
Distribution Law establishes a quo-
ta for the Tech, mandating the cre-
ation and collection of articles either 
made by individuals throughout the 
Houses or cover subjects relevant to 
the student body. Thai has failed on 
all of these accounts. By abusing his 
power and working with a House that 
has everything to gain in a position of 
power, Thai has destroyed the equal 
representation of the Houses within 
the California Tech and has allowed 
Dabney House to “T-pose” over all of 
the other Houses with monopolistic 
control over the California Tech, if 
you will. The thing Thai gains from 
all of this is content which would nor-
mally and legally be collected by him 
from students of all backgrounds. In 
gross  abuses of power and self-serv-
ing nefariousness, Thai has exercised 
illegal control over the California 
Tech for personal motives using un-
condoned methods of generating 
content for the publication. Such an 
individual cannot be allowed to run 
free under current legal jurisdictions.

Even disregarding the fact that 
Thai has over-relied on Dabney 
House for his personal gain, the cir-
cumstances under which Darbs had 
to work to create content for the 
California Tech violates multiple la-
bor and tax laws. Inside sources say 
that though the California Tech has 
generated revenue from its (declin-
ing) viewership, the SUSpect has 
withheld all wages from the Dabney 
workers, forcing them to create more 
and more content in a never-ending 
cycle of pain. It is currently unknown 
where, exactly, this revenue is going 
- leading theories are that the mon-
ey is being reinvested into the baked 
bean industry for Thai’s personal 
gain, since Thai is known to have had 
connections with said industry in the 
past. Moreover, inside sources have 
also conjectured that Thai is employ-
ing minors to illegally write for the 
California Tech, violating multiple 

child labor laws in the process. On 
their own, unpaid labor, child labor, 
and embezzlement of revenue are se-
rious enough crimes. However, much 
like two imposters are much more 
effective than one in the hit mobile 
game “Among Us,” the combination 
of these crimes exacerbates the nega-
tive consequences of all three crimes. 
A figure as cunning as Thai must be 
stopped before he causes more harm 
(physical and psychic) to the peo-
ple he has taken advantage of in the 
name of the California Tech.

The cherry on top of these crimes 
is that Thai is well aware of the ille-
gality of his actions. In an attempt 
to escape the consequences of his 
actions, Thai has chosen to flee the 
area, unsurprisingly violating the 
Editor Accountability Act. Thai is 
known to be well-versed on rivers, 
being a geologist - experts SUSpect 
that this is the most likely means of 
escape which would have been taken 
by Thai. Thai was last seen heading 
westwards of campus under the guise 
of performing geology field work. 
Such a guise provided the perfect 
opportunity to amass the necessary 
equipment needed to go on the run 
without arousing too much SUS-
picion. Thai is wanted in multiple 
states and has successfully made use 
of rivers to escape capture in the past. 
Analysis of the Californian geogra-
phy suggests that Thai is currently 
beelining towards Death Valley in an 
attempt to use that river system as an 
escape route. However, investigators 
of crimes against school newspapers 
were able to think ahead, drying out 
any water in the area some 10,000 
years before Thai’s escape attempt. 
With limited resources and the pres-
sure of having authorities pursue him 
into Death Valley, Thai is expected to 
make a return to campus, where the 
police will be waiting with open arms 
to capture this dangerous and elusive 
individual.

In the meantime, information 
which may help lead to the demise 

of Thai’s corrupt practices is current-
ly being collected. Authorities have 
already pieced together portions of 
Thai’s past using the small bits of 
information provided to them. Thai 
has not been known to work alone - 
reports suggest that Thai prefers to 
work with individuals that seem to 
wear hazmat suits with no arm holes 
and a single visor meant to mask the 
identities of those committing crimes 
with Thai. His crew of SUS imposters 
(or amogi), if you will. (For all we 
know, Thai himself may also own a 
hazmat suit with no leg holes and a 
visor.) Furthermore, as mentioned 
before, Thai has links to both Dabney 
House and the baked bean industry. 
Thai seems to have somehow known 
that various members of Dabney 
House would desperately leap at any 
opportunity to earn wages by writing 
for a medium as creatively liberating 
as the Tech, but it is unclear how he 
was able to gather enough informa-
tion to come to that conclusion. It is 
also unclear why Thai might choose 
to reinvest his embezzled revenue 
in the baked bean industry of all in-
dustries - perhaps, as a cunning indi-
vidual, he noted its growth potential 
while building connections with the 
industry. It may also be the indus-
try that provided him with the initial 
capital necessary to begin his empire 
over the California Tech.

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WHO WILL SONIC END UP WITH IN THE NEXT MOVIE? 
Snoogums Finalist II | Culture

In the leadup to the third feature 
film in the Sonic the Hedgehog cin-
ematic universe, the Sonic fandom 
eagerly awaits the answer to one of 
gaming’s most prominent questions: 
who will be Sonic’s relationship part-
ner? Today, we attempt to answer 
this question by examining ships be-
tween Sonic and every prominently 
featured character in the films Sonic 
the Hedgehog and Sonic the Hedge-
hog 2. Sorry comic book fans, we 
will not be examining the characters 
exclusive to comic book specials by 
IBW publishing.

Longclaw
While we cannot rule out that 

Sonic had an Oedipus complex that 
would lead him to feel attraction to 
his childhood maternal figure, get-
ting Longclaw to move from a ma-
ternal relationship with Sonic to a 
romantic one is not the largest obsta-
cle preventing this ship from coming 
into canon, and neither is the rather 
extreme species and size discrepan-
cy. According to the prequel comic 
to the second film, Longclaw is dead. 
As the Sonic films up to this point 
have been rated PG, adding necro-
philia as a prominent factor in the 
relationship in addition to the afore-
mentioned factors would likely force 
a higher rating, leading us to rule this 
one out.

Tom Wachowski
The subject of the largest number 

of Sonic-related ships within AO3’s 
Sonic the Hedgehog (2020) catego-
ry and the subject of Sonic’s longing 
during his time living in secrecy af-
ter first arriving at Green Hills, Tom 
was able to mitigate Sonic’s greatest 
problem in his life, his loneliness. 
While this would be a prime candi-
date for a friends to lovers dynamic 
as they continue to grow close after 
their countless adventures and fish-
ing trips together, the issue of marital 
infidelity would become more prob-
lematic, as Tom choosing Sonic over 
his wife Maddie would leave Sonic in 
a broken home, with Sonic himself 
being the cause of the rift, a great 
tragedy that we do not foresee being 
included in the films.

Maddie Wachowski
This ship faces similar problems 

as Sonic x Tom, in that the advance-
ment of the ship would negatively 
impact the Wachowski household as 
a whole, leading me to rule this out 
for the same reasons listed above.

Tom Wachowski  
+ Maddie Wachowski

This ship, however, avoids the 
problem of breaking up the Wa-
chowski household, creating a far 
more stable intergenerational found 
family of lovers dynamic completely 
divorced from the incest implicaitons 
the dynamic can have in other media. 
This is arguably the most convention-
al and family-friendly of the Sonic x 
Human ships, making it fairly safe to 
depict on screen.

Ozzie Wachowski
The compatibility in this relation-

ship is obvious; affection between 
the Wachowski family’s dog and 
Sonic is frequent and often physical, 
but unfortunately, there are signif-

icant issues with consent that act as 
obstacles in depicting relationships 
between non-human real world an-
imals on screen that will likely pre-
vent this ship from coming to fruition 
on the big screen.

Dr. Robotnik
While Sonic was the primary ob-

ject of Robotnik’s desire during the 
course of the first film, Robotnik has 
unfortunately moved on towards 
pursuing the Master Emerald and 
dispassionately casting aside any-
thing that does not advance him to-
wards this goal. While there may still 
be hope that Sonic can be the one to 
get him to take his mind off his goals 
momentarily to pursue a passionate 
romantic affair on the side just as 
Amy was able to romance Sheldon 
Cooper in The Big Bang Theory, the 
chances of Sonic filling this role over 
Agent Stone, the subject of AO3’s 
most popular ship in the cinematic 
universe by far, are rather slim, un-
fortunately.

Agent Stone
While Sonic and Stone have had 

minor interactions over the course 
of the films, their attention during 
these instances was primarily di-
rected towards Robotnik, not exactly 
conducive to developing a romantic 
connection. As Stone continues to 
devote his live towards serving Ro-
botnik and Sonic continues to oppose 
his schemes for world domination, 
they are likely to spend a fair amount 
of time together, but them spending 
this time meaningfully interacting on 
a personal level will likely hinge on 
whether their relations with Robot-
nik remain as they are or if the status 
quo changes, turning them from ene-
mies to allies to lovers.

Rachel
Rachel’s first impression of Sonic 

was overwhelmingly negative, with 
her having to be physically restrained 
to prevent her from exercising the 
full extent of her wrath on Sonic. Af-
ter crashing her wedding and ruining 
the most important day of her life, by 
turning it into a military operation, 
Sonic is arguably her greatest enemy 
with a personal vendetta against him 
arguably greater than anyone else 
in the main cast. Them to put aside 
their past grievances with each other 
to become romantic partners seems 
unlikely at this point.

Jojo
This ship forces us to ask an un-

comfortable question: is Sonic mi-
nor-coded? And if so, is even consid-
ering ships between Sonic and adult 
humans problematic? Additionally, 
Sonic being considered minor-coded 
may still leave the relationship with 
a significant relative age gap due to 
the difference in species aging and 
power dynamic due to Sonic’s superi-
or physical abilities. And how would 
Sonic and Jojo’s relative aging im-
pact a potential age gap as time pass-
es? It’s probably best that this ship is 
never addressed.

Wade Whipple
Despite being one of Sonic’s many 

subjects of observation before meet-
ing the Wachowskis, Sonic did not 
express any feelings of longing for 
Wade like he did with other humans. 

Wade as a character is for the most 
part defined by his incompetence. 
His involvement in the plots of both 
films are purely by accident and cir-
cumstance. He would likely feel in 
over his head during any of Sonic’s 
endeavors to save the world and 
would likely work towards reducing 
Sonic’s ambitions if he was in a rela-
tionship with Sonic, working against 
the film industry’s push towards 
grander and more exciting adven-
tures, making this pairing unlikely to 
be made official.

Randall Handel
Randall x Sonic would be a rather 

problematic ship to include from a 
plot perspective, as up to this point, 
Randall’s character is defined solely 
by his relationships with both Rachel 
and G.U.N., both enemies of Son-
ic to varying degrees, which would 
make a relationship between the two 
something that Sonic would likely 
rather avoid to maintain a comfort-
able distance from his enemies. If 
Randall was to approach Sonic un-
prompted seeking a relationship, 
Sonic would likely suspect that it was 
another G.U.N. ploy to capture him 
in the same vein as Operation: Cat-
fish. However, if a relationship was to 
emerge between the two as fugitives 
on the run from two common ene-
mies, there remains great potential 
that will likely remain untapped by 
any official works.

Commander Walters
Commander Walters of G.U.N. 

objectifies Sonic more than anyone 
else in the film series. After all, cap-
turing Sonic has been his primary 
mission ever since the US govern-
ment became aware of his existence. 
Unlike Dr. Robotnik, however, his 
interactions with Sonic are minimal, 
leading him to continue to treat Son-
ic as nothing more than an object. If 
this dynamic is explored, it will likely 
be a result of Sonic being captured 
and interrogated. While to advance 
the plot, Sonic will likely end up es-
caping from G.U.N. custody rather 
quickly, this doesn’t mean that Sonic 
won’t enjoy his time being objectified 
by a powerful man in uniform~.

Miles “Tails” Prower
We again return to the question 

of whether or not the members of 
our otherworldly animal cast are mi-
nor-coded. Of the four confirmed to 
be on Earth, Tails is depicted as the 
least mature, with his most prom-

inent goal in life being supporting 
Sonic in his endeavors. While this 
does create a relationship dynamic 
similar to Robotnik and Stone, the 
looming interpretation of the obedi-
ent follower being an immature and 
vulnerable child (or even that the 
Sonic is also an immature child) cre-
ates some issues when trying to put 
this ship in practice.

Knuckles the Echidna
The Sonic x Knuckles ship appears 

to fit the platonic ideal of a relation-
ship as depicted in the defining work 
of our generation, MIT x Caltech. 
Sonic, much like MIT, is a bad boy 
with a reputation to maintain, and 
is confronted for the first time with a 
rival that equals him in ability for the 
first time. The early days of their ri-
valry reaches a climax as Sonic makes 
the most romantic of impressions 
on Knuckles after saving him from 
drowning, an act Knuckles takes as 
an attack in his hour of sorrow. If this 
isn’t the setup for passionate love, I 
don’t know what is.

However, Sonic x Knuckles has no 
chance of lasting long-term. It lacks 
the all-important X factor present 
in every interaction, intensifying the 
bad boy’s attraction and desire for 
his partner. The big dealbreaker in 
this relationship are Knuckles’ eyes - 
they’re purple, so unprovocative, un-
mysterious, and unmaroon. Not rep-
resentative of the desire Sonic wants 
reflected back at him. While we have 
been shown that Knuckles is more 
than capable of turning into a ma-
roon orb by curling into a ball, this 
state of being is temporary, and as 
the last of the echidnas, he will only 
remain a single maroon orb.

While this distinction would make 
him the most attractive member of 
the main cast to Sonic in its current 
state as no one else embodies “ma-
roon orb” like Knuckles can, that 
will change in the next movie, where 
Sonic will finally meet someone that 
will fufill his unquenchable thirst for 
maroon orbs.

Shadow the Hedgehog
Once Shadow emerges from stasis 

to reveal his funky fresh maroon orbs, 
glistening with desire and mystery, 
marvelous and marble-like, looking 
at him with a mix of curiosity, bliss, 
and desire, Sonic will not be able to 
look at other romantic partners in 
the same way ever again. There’s no 
doubt about it; Sonic will end up with 
Shadow by the end of the next movie.

With a cast as large as Sonic the Hedgehog's,  
Sonic has no shortage of potential romantic partners.

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Surely, Fizz co-founders and Stanford 
dropouts Teddy Solomon and Ashton 
Cofer (and their investors of over $12 
million total to date) must have seen 
how quickly YikYak, another anony-
mous location-specific platform, turned 
into a cesspool of hate speech and in-
citements to violence, causing it to be 
shut down in 2017. (If only Facebook 
were that responsible. Actually, scratch 
that, apparently YikYak came back on-
line in 2021.) Then again, maybe Sol-
omon and Cofer's goal was to create 
an app with content so vile and atten-
tion-grabbing that no one could help 
but continue to engage with it forever 
and ever. After all, TechCrunch’s arti-
cle did introduce Solomon as “the next 
Mark Zuckerberg.” 

It’s a fitting comparison, especially in 
light of Fizz’s apparent affinity for the 
legal nuclear option when it comes to 
covering up any responsibility for the 
shortcomings of their platform. In late 
2021, Fizz threatened (to use a technical 
term) to sue the pants off of three fellow 
Stanford students after they (the stu-
dents) discovered a major vulnerability 
in Fizz’s database. This vulnerability 
compromised personally identifying 
information about any user behind any 
post, since the database did not store 
posts anonymously.

Fizz did not notify its users of the fact 
that this vulnerability was discovered, 
and it’s not clear if they’ve completely 
fixed it. Having worked at early-stage 
startup companies before, this looks 
to me like a classic case of code-now-
think-later. This is very cool and good, 
since this app aims to have the emails, 
phone numbers, and sensitive info of 
students at >1,000 institutions by the 
end of 2023.

“But Guutz,” I hear you saying, “Tik-
Tok already gives away my location, IP 
address, search history, contact infor-
mation, private messages, personal in-
terests, device identifiers, sleep habits, 
shameful secrets, psychological profile, 
political affiliation, medical informa-
tion, and desires to purchase a new hat 
to the Chinese government. How much 
more data could Fizz possibly take from 

me?” To which I am forced to cede my 
point. But there’s more at stake here 
than the secret of how many hours of 
lesbian thirst-traps you watch per day.

To be fair, Fizz does have some re-
deeming features that might help pre-
vent it from going the way of YikYak. 
Particularly, Caltech’s Fizz feed is mod-
erated only by Caltech students, and a 
valid caltech.edu email address is re-
quired to make an account.

Both of those features have their 
shortcomings though. For starters, by 
paying Caltech students to do the dirty 
work for them, Fizz’s business model 
literally becomes convincing broke col-
lege kids to sell their souls out to a tox-
ic social app. (And from what some of 
Caltech’s moderators told me, it didn’t 
take much convincing.) Students at oth-
er universities that have been invaded 
by Fizz have had very similar experienc-
es as well. 

More practically, since Caltech stu-
dents are canonically incredibly busy, 
a lot of problematic content tends to 
slip under the radar. A few weeks ago, 
one of my close friends opened Fizz one 
day, and was presented with at least 
5 (five) posts spreading false rumors 
and mean-spirited jokes about them. 
They immediately reported these posts, 
which obviously violated Fizz’s commu-
nity guidelines, but they remained up 
for at least 12 hours before the modera-
tors took action.

Another concern that has been raised 
is related to the only signup require-
ments for Fizz being a caltech.edu 
email. Particularly, the incoming class 
of 2026 will be receiving their access.
caltech credentials soon, giving the pre-
frosh access to Fizz months before rota-
tion begins. Needless to say, Fizz does 
not and cannot enforce Caltech’s rota-
tion rules. I would say that the Honor 
Code is the most viable solution to this, 
but then again, the Fizz user base shows 
very consistent disregard for honor un-
der anonymity. This might warrant fur-
ther conversation.

Finally, given that I am an Astrophys-
ics major, I should note that I have no 
conflicts of interest to declare. In fact, 
despite of the similarity in pronunci-
ation to "Fizz-ics", these are two com-
pletely unrelated fields of study. It's 
called a homophone. Look it up.

Ah, bananas, the fruit that comes in 
its own convenient packaging. It's na-
ture's way of saying, "Here, have a snack 
on the go." But have you ever stopped 
to think about the humble banana and 
all the things it can do?
